Personalised Learning:
We are committed to meeting every learner where they are. Learning is enriched
through authentic, hands-on experiences that nurture curiosity, creativity, and
critical thinking, ensuring students are engaged in meaningful and relevant ways. 

Whether through targeted support, classroom extension, or links to wider
community enrichment opportunities, we aim to provide each student with the
right level of challenge and encouragement. Our staff work closely with families to
ensure that every child is supported to thrive academically, socially, and
emotionally.

Assessment and Reporting:
Teachers use a range of formative and summative assessment strategies—such
as observations, work samples, and formal tests—to build a holistic understanding
of each child’s progress across the key learning areas. Formal reports are
provided mid-year and at the end of the school year.

Interviews:
Opportunities for formal parent-teacher interviews occur twice a year. Interviews
at an early stage of the year provide parents and teachers the opportunity to
share information to ‘get to know the learner’. Interviews mid-way through the
year is an opportunity for teachers and parents to ‘unpack the report card’ after
the mid-year report has been issued.

01 College Tour

02 Application

Applications are to be completed via
our enrolment portal, you can find
this on our website under the
Enrolment tab.

03 Interview

Interviews are held.  Prep applicants
will meet with Nicola Kerin, Year 1 -
Year 6 will be interviewed by Shane
Dupuy.

04 Testing

For students from Year 1 - Year6,
PAT testing is conducted as part of
our enrolment application process.  
This allows the College to ascertain if
a student has any learning gaps or
requires extension.

05 Successful Applicants

Pending a successful application, an
offer of enrolment will be sent out.
Acceptance within 2 weeks, and
payment of the Acceptance Fee, will
secure a positon.
